RESTORATION OF OLD PENSION SCHEME (OPS) DULY

SCRAPPING NATIONAL PENSION SYSTEM (NPS).

Dear Comrades,

You are all aware, that, the JFROPS was formed with the intiative of leadership
of AIRF on 21.01.2023 at New Delhi under the leadership of Com.Shiva Gopal
Mishra ji, for “Scrapping of National Pension System (NPS) and Restoration of
Old Pension Scheme (OPS)". The JFROPS met several times at New Delhi
and organised several programmes such as Dharnas, Demonstrations etc.
near Central Government offices, Railway establishments and State
Government Offices. A Massive Rally was also held by the JFROPS at Ram
Leela Maidan, New Delhi on 10-8-2023 in which lakhs of people have
participated. A Memorandum was also submitted to Shri Narendra Modi, Hon'’ble
Prime Minister and Smt.Nirmala Sitaraman, Hon’ble Finance Minister urging
“Scrapping of National Pension System (NPS) and Restoration of Old Pension
Scheme (OPS)". The Central Government in its previous Budget session has
announced appointment of a Committee under the Chairmanship of the Finance
Secretary to look in to the National Pension System and the ways and means
of it. This committee met twice for betterment of the National Pension System.
The members of Standing Committee of NC JCM also met the above committee
and stressed the need to scrap the NPS and to restore the OPS.

From our experience, it is observed, that, the employees who joined service
late on Compassionate Grounds or in Sports Quota and retired by putting in
less service are getting a very little pension under the National Pension System.

We append below the cases of three retired staff who worked in Ordnance
Factory and retired from service under NPS and getting a very meagre pension,
which is not at all matching with the Pension rate under Old Pension Scheme:

While the Central Government is still continuing the NPS, some of the State
Governments i.e. AAP Government in Punjab, Government of Rajasthan,
Government of Himachal Pradesh etc. have restored the Old Pension Scheme.
After restoring the Old Pension Scheme by these states, the Hon'ble FM,
Government of India announced, that, the huge amounts accumulated in PFRDA
will not be refunded to the State Governments and also warned, that, restoration
of Old Pension Scheme is not desirable for the growth of the country.

It is unfortunate, that, the Ministry of Finance, Government of India which is
thinking that Restoration of Old Pension Scheme is harmful to the Nation’s
economy on one side, is resorting to waival of loans obtained by the Multi-
National Companies from the Banks on otherside, where several crores of
rupees deposited by the public, declaring them as Non-performing assets.
Those Economists, who opined, that, restoration of Old Pension Scheme is
harmful for the Nation’s economy, have kept mum on the above aspect.

The MPs and MLAs are getting huge pensions and are paid as many pensions
as the number of times they get elected to a Public Office. They are exempted
from Income Tax and other Taxes, where as the Government employees even
though they serve the Nation for a period of 30 to 40 years or more are denied
of exemption of Income Tax and other benefits as are being enjoyed by the
MPs and MLAs etc. While the Retired Central Government employees are
getting far less pension under NPS, the retired Public Representatives are
enjoying free Air travel, free Telephone facility and lot of other privileges.

While maximum pension is being given to the Armed Forces, the pension being
given to the employees of Railway and other Central Governments is far less.
Moreover the Pension being granted to the employees after their retirement is
being borne from the earnings of Railways and other departments and it is not
a big burden if the Old Pension Scheme is restored.

We strongly demand “Restoration of Old Pension Scheme, duly scrapping
the National Pension System” for the Railwaymen and other Central
Government employees.

The South Central Railway Mazdoor Union, an affiliate of All India
Railwaymen’s Federation will organize a MASSIVE DEMONSTRATION
on 12-07-2024 (Friday) in front of all Divisional Railway Managers Offices
over South Central Railway.

All are requested to participate in the above programme and extend full support
to achieve OLD PENSION SCHEME (OPS).
